Your Theory iws12-6 Subwoofer system operates at 8-ohms nominal impedance.  Two iws12-6 Subwoofers systems can be safely operated wired in parallel on a single Theory Ampli-
fied Loudspeaker Controller channel.  Do not exceed two units wired in parallel per channel.

Your Theory iws12-6 Subwoofer system requires extensive signal processing and therefore must be driven by Theory Amplified Loudspeaker Controllers only.  Theory loudspeakers 
and  Loudspeaker Controllers work together as a system.

DO NOT CONNECT YOUR THEORY LOUDSPEAKER TO THIRD PARTY AMPLIFIERS AS DOING SO WILL VOID THE LOUDSPEAKER WARRANTY.  

OPERATING MODES - SAFETY CONSIDERATIONS

1a. IN-WALL WITHIN STRETCHED FABRIC ROOMS
The iws12-6 enclosure is designed to mount to the front surface 
of 16” on-center 2” x 6” studs.  Behind stretched fabric, no grille 
is necessary.

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1 - INSTALLATION OPTIONS (cont’d)

1a. IN-WALL WITHIN DRYWALL WALL CONSTRUCTION

The iws12-6 enclosure is designed to mount to the front surface of 16” 
on-center 2” x 6” studs.  Drywall can then be used to finish the wall 
concealing the subwoofer within.  An optional low-profile perforated grille 
(sold separately) is available to create a nearly “invisible” appearance.

The iws12-6 can be anchored  within a 2” x 6” 
stud wall via the included low profile mount brackets.  A low 
profile perforated metal grille is available (sold separately) .

3a. CONNECTING THE SUBWOOFER

The iws12-6 Subwoofer System, though shallow in depth, 
is an extremely powerful system and can easily handle 
input powers of up to 1500W.  As such, 12 gauge speaker 
wire or larger should be used.  

Do not use speaker wire smaller than 12ga.

Remove Euro plug.
Remove the high-current Euro plug from the receptacle at 
the bottom of the enclosure. See Figure 3a.

Route speaker wire through wall studs and con-
nect to Euro plug.
Route the speaker wire through the holes in the studs.  
Connect the speaker wire leads to the Euro plug using the 
screw clamps in the plug openings.  Make sure to observe 
correct audio polarity as indicated on the plug itself.  

Insert Euro plug into Euro socket.
Once the wires are properly secured into the Euro plug, 
insert the plug securely into the Euro socket inside the 
recess in the iws12-6 enclosure. See Figure 3b.

Ready for Drywall (Drywall installations only).
Once the enclosure has been installed and wired as 
detailed above, the wall is ready to receive drywall (see 
secton 5).

PARALLEL OPERATION

Two iws12-6 Subwoofer Systems may be safely operated 
wired in parallel to a single Theory Amplified Loudspeaker 
Controller channel.

The Euro plug allows for easy “looping” to the second 
subwoofer via it’s parallel output connections.

Using the second (unused) set of “+” and “-” connections 
on the input Euro Plug, run two-conductor speaker wire 
from this plug to the input Euro plug of the second iws12-6 
Subwoofer. Figure 3b.

Cut the drywall tight around the Drywall 
Guide to insure a clean final appearance.

INSTALL GRILLE FRAME (SOLD SEPARATELY)
Once construction has been completed and the speaker 
assembly has been connected to the enclosure wire harness 
and installed into the enclosure, mount the black plastic Grille 
Frame to the Speaker Assembly baffle using the 12 socket 
flange-head screws and plastic spacers supplied with the 
iws12-GRILLE kit. (Refer to Grille Kit Quick Start Guide for 
more info.)

Refer to Table 1  for guidance on which spacers to use for 
your wall configuration.

The Grille Frame will conceal the rough drywall edge and has 
built-in high strength magnets to hold the perforated steel 
grille in place for a clean appearance.

ATTENTION: The iws12-6 Subwoofer System pro-
vides powerful and extended low frequency response 
(to 24Hz!)  To accomplish this powerful output, the 
subwoofer driver and especially the ports will pump 
air at high velocity in and out of the subwoofer 
enclosure.  

Placing a metal mesh (grille) in front of the driver 
and ports can create some subtle turbulence noises.  
To eliminate this noise during very high output, 
remove the perforated grille during use, then replace 
when output is moderate or the system is not in use.

7 - INSTALLING OPTIONAL PERFORATED METAL GRILLE (DRYWALL ONLY)

FIGURE 7b. Once the Grille Frame has been 
installed, carefully cap the Grille over the Frame. 

Powerful magnets will hold it in place.

7b. - INSTALL GRILLE
Once the Grille Frame has been secured to the Speaker 
Assembly baffle, carefully align the Perforated Metal 
Grille over the Grille Frame.  Powerful magnets will hold 
the Grille in place.
